	Summary of PPG spending 2015/16

	Principles in spending PPG: 

· Ensure that teaching and learning opportunities meet the needs of all of the pupils

· Ensure that appropriate provision is made for pupils who belong to vulnerable groups, this includes ensuring that the needs of disadvantaged pupils are adequately assessed and addressed

· In making provision for disadvantaged pupils, we recognise that not all pupils who receive free school meals or are looked after, adopted or have a special guardianship order in place will be disadvantaged

· We also recognise that not all pupils who are disadvantaged are registered or qualify for Pupil Premium funding. We reserve the right to allocate the Pupil Premium funding to support any pupil or groups of pupils the school has legitimately identified as being disadvantaged.

· Pupil Premium funding will be allocated following a needs analysis which will identify priority classes, groups or individuals. Limited funding and resources means that not all disadvantaged children will be in receipt of pupil premium interventions at any one time

· At Wolston St Margaret’s typically 50% of disadvantaged pupils are also identified as SEN (12 out of 25 – 2015/16)

	Reception – 3 Disadvantaged Pupils (1 SEN)
· 2015 – 2016 – 2 children achieved Good Level of Development

Year 1 – 2 Disadvantaged Pupils (1 SEN)
· 2015 – 16 – 1 child achieved the expected level in Phonics
Year 2 – 5 Disadvantaged Pupils (3 SEN)
· 2015 - 16 –  2 children achieved expected standard in reading
· 2015 - 16 –  2 children achieved expected standard in writing

· 2015 - 16 –  3 children achieved expected standard in maths

Year 6 – 4 Disadvantaged Pupils (3 SEN Support 1 EHCP)
· 2015 - 16 –  1 child achieved expected standard in writing

· 2015 - 16 –  2 child achieved expected standard in SPAG

· 2015 - 16 –  3 children achieved expected standard in maths

· 2015 - 16 –  average scaled score in reading – 96.0
· 2015 - 16 –  average scaled score in SPAG – 101.3

	Proposed Allocation of PPG for 2016 / 17

· maintain KS2 class sizes to 30 whilst maintaining good levels of TA support to enable the continuation of targeted intervention work

· develop staff skills and the quality of 1st wave teaching, with a particular focus on AfL, differentiation and providing challenge to pupils

· provide individual and group support as required

· employ specialist support required 
· purchase resources and services to support our children’s learning and personal development
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
